- retention of specialised research expertise within the Department through the
UGC SAP DRS research wing

- enhancement of the capabilities of doctoral students at the University to
undertake large-format funded research for external development agencies

- advancement of academic understanding of regional planning needs through a
continuous dialogue with regional development agencies

- integration of regional economic research on policy issues into a regional
development programme, by instituting an appropriate mechanism of delivery

- and thus expansion of the strategic role of North Bengal University as a major
stakeholder within the regional development process in North Bengal against
a global perspective.

Programme Specific Outcomes

The Department through its Ph.D programme has gained potential for contributing to the
comprehensive study of regional economic development problems in North Bengal and
its adjacent natural and economic regions, its borderlands and contiguous regions in the
Eastern Himalaya and the Northeast.

o as well as special economic problems encountered within the region including the
special problems of mountain regions and socio-economic study of isolate ethnic
and tribal groups.
